Reception:

We have had another lovely week with exciting challenges and new learning opportunities. In maths we
have heen learning ahout representing 4 and, 5 and learning how to use a 5 frames. In phonics this week
we have heen learming ch, sh, th and ng. The new words we have heen leamning to read are shell, moth,
wing and sink. We have heen learning tricky words she, push, he and of. In Literucy and Global
Learning, we have been looking at the hook ‘Emma Jane's aeroplane. The children have been writing
about where they would like to- go on holiday and why. We have also heen replicating some Kandinsky
art work cutting out different size circles and sticking them together. Can youw please bring in a plastic
hottle to- make yowr own aeroplane in school.

Key Stage 1
Yewr1:

It wus such a pleaswre to discuss your children at Parent's Evenings this week. Thank you for your
time. In Phonics we have heen leaming split digrophs, altemative sounds and new tricky words.
Additional information for this week's learning is included on a separate sheet that should be in your
child’'s hookhag. We have used owr skills and knowledge to apply owr phonics to owr writing and practice
dictation daily. Reading at home really makes a difference and consolidates leamning in Class. In PSHE
we discussed who our trusted adults are at home and at school. In Maths we completed owr end, of unit
assessment ahout addition and subtraction to 10. We are leaming about maps and symhols in
Geography. We looked at different examples and then made some a map of our school. In Science, we
compared the life cycle of a fish and o frog. We leamed new vocabulary included, the difference hetween
an amphibian and a fish. We designed our umbrellas in DT. We will be building our own umhrellas
shortly. In RE we considered the hirth of Jesus and the key heliefs of Christianity. The children designed,
a card to celebrate the hirth of Jesus. In Music we are leaming our Christmas songs ready for our
production. Please rememher to- send homework hooks and reading records on Monday, library hooks

on Friday.

Year 2:

This week in Year 2, we have spent our English lessons publishing our narratives about magic pencils
and how we would use them to solve the problems of the world. In Maths, we completed our end, of unit
assessment linked to ‘shape’ and explored pattems. For Science, we compared human and animal life
cycles discussing each stage in detail. In RE, we discussed how Jesus is like o superhero to Christians
and designed owr own superheroes to help promote kindness to natwe and people. In History, we
explored sowrces of evidence and listened to a statement from Alice Hawkins' jownal from her arrest
following the events of Black Friday (1910). For Computing, we learnt about landscape and, portrait and,
used the iPads to explore how this affects photographs. We have had a lovely week in Year 2 and thank
you for attending Parents’ Evening!

Key Stage 2

Year 3:

Year Three have had another very husy week with a range of leaning going on across hoth of the
classes. The children have heen continuing to rehearse their arithmetic through their Maths lessons within
the week and the children are showing some great fluency within this area. Alongside this, the children

This week has been so exciting in year 4. On Wednesday to lunch owr new Maths topic of multiplication
and, division we had our TTRS Rockstar Day. We loved, spending the afternoon practicing our timetables
through many different games, singing times table songs, and challenging ourselves on Timestahle Rockstars
to become Rock Hero’s. We even challenged some of the teacher at timetahle battels. In English this week
we have written, edited, and published our newspaper reports all about migration to England. In Science,
we are continuing the topic of animals and humans, this week's focus is food chains. Learning out
omnivores, herbivores and camivores and the foods they need to survive.

Yewr5:

This week has heen really positive for year 5. We started the week in English by looking at public service
announcement about global warming. We considered that announcements. like this should be passionate
and exciting to engage the audience. In maths, we have bhegun owr new topic of fractions through
comparing equivalent fractions in pictorial and abstract models. In science this week, we have been
looking at the changes that happen hoth internally and externally during adolescence. In history we
have studied the decline of the Mayan civilisation through exploring the three main theories:

It wus lovely to talk to so many parents this week to share how Year 5 have settled, into this year. Thank
you to everyone who attended.

Year 6:

We continued our division work in maths whilst looking at multistep word problems. Additionally, we
used the acronym BODMAS to help us remember the order of operations. In English we have applied
the different skills we learnt last week - such as using synonyms and verhs to create a consistent picture
- to the final version of owr written narratives. In PSHE we learnt about the use of power in a variety
of scenarios and how we can prevent someone gaining power over us. We understand the impact of
diet, drugs, exercise and lifestyle on our hodies; we were shocked to learn that children hetween the ages
of 6 to12 need 9 to 12 howrs of sleep a night.
